Call to Order

Council members absent:  Sean Henry (City of Carbondale), Kelly Hefner (Saline County), and Bobby Brown (City of Harrisburg). Staff present: Beau Henson (Greater Egypt Regional Planning and Development Commission). Public present: None.
Approval of Minutes
Ms. Ponce asked the Council to review minutes from the meeting held on November 7, 2013.  Mr. Guthman made a motion to approve the minutes with a second from Mr. Cerutti. With no descent, the motion carried.

NPDES Permit Reviews
The committee reviewed the following NPDES permits:

1. Knight Hawk Coal , LLC – Creek Paum Mine  (Jackson County)

Permit: IL0072745
Permit Type: Reissue/Modified
DMR:  Projected Excursions:  Eleven (11).
Actions: Mr. Henson reviewed the permit, noting that outfalls 001 and 002 discharges into the receiving stream – Galum Creek.  Outfalls 003, 021, 025, 030, 031, 032, 033, 034, 035 and 036 discharge into the receiving stream – Rattlesnake Creek. Outfalls 008, 011, 013, 023 and 024 discharge into the receiving stream – Beaucoup Creek. Beaucoup and Galum Creek fall onto the 303(d) list. The Council requests additional information from the Marion IEPA Branch Office, Mine Pollution Control on how these excursions and resulting impacts are dealt with, any mitigation plans in place, and on why there is missing data in mine permits specifically. This request will be performed by separate letter. Due to these concerns and the aforementioned eleven projected excursions, Mr. Cerutti motioned to deny the permit, seconded by Mr. Guthman. The motion passed unanimously. 
2. Fairway Mobile Home Park – Fairway MHP – STP (Jackson County)
Permit: IL0045306
Permit Type: Reissue

DMR:  Projected Excursions:  Zero (0).

Actions: Mr. Henson reviewed the permit, noting that outfall 001 discharges into receiving stream – Unnamed tributary of Big Muddy River. It is also noted that the permittee has not performed a discharge in the last twelve months. The outfall did fall into the Murphysboro FPA. The Mayor of Murphysboro did investigate and gave an official no comment via telephone. Mr. Guthman motioned to approve the permit, seconded by Ms. Ponce. The motion passed unanimously.  

3. Peabody Arclar Mining, LLC. – Rocky Branch Mine – (Saline County)
