Mr. Minnis announced the proposed contract changes with the IEPA. He announced that the Greater Egypt Regional Planning and Development Commission would be accepting a new contract with the IEPA which would involve: a watershed inventory for Hurricane Creek, and a watershed-based management plan of Hurricane Creek. The contract would keep the Volunteer Lake Monitoring Program, but would leave out the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination Systems (NPDES) Discharge Monitoring Reports (DMR). This contract will be effective January of 2015.
