Approval of Minutes

Actions: Mr. Henson reviewed the permit, noting that outfall 001 discharge into the receiving stream – Unnamed tributary to Indian Creek. Mr. Cerutti motioned to support the permit, seconded by Mr. Hefner. The motion passed unanimously. 
2. Knight Hawk Coal, LLC. – Red Hawk Mine (Perry and Jackson County)

Permit Type: Modified and Reissue

DMR:  Projected Excursions:  One (1).

Actions: Mr. Henson reviewed the permit, noting that outfall 006 discharges into receiving stream – Young’s Creek, outfall 007 to Walkers Creek, and outfall 008 to unnamed tributary to Walkers Creek. Walkers Creek and unnamed tributary to Walkers Creek fall onto the 303(d) list. Noting a large amount of missing data, Mr. Guthman motioned to support the permit, seconded by Mr. Cerutti. The motion passed unanimously.
