MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

HELD ON Thursday October 17, 2013
Call to Order
The meeting was called to order by Mr. Sean Henry at 12:20 PM on October 17, 2013. Council members present: Sean Henry (City of Carbondale), Ryan Guthman (Kinkaid-Reeds Creek Conservancy District), and Kelly Hefner (Saline County). Council members absent:  Beth Ponce (Rend Lake Conservancy District), Mike Cerutti (City of Herrin), and Bobby Brown (City of Harrisburg). Staff present: Beau Henson (Greater Egypt Regional Planning and Development Commission). Public present: None.
Approval of Minutes
Mr. Henry asked the Council to review minutes from the meeting held on September 10, 2013.  Mr. Henson discussed the need for minutes, motions and other considerations concerning permits to be made in a fashion consistent with any given facility meeting new permit parameters as a projection of future performance and not a comment on past performance. Mr. Guthman made a motion to approve the minutes with a second from Mr. Hefner. With no descent, the motion carried.
Correspondence


Mr. Henson shared three items of correspondence. First, the IEPA Marion Regional Office will conduct a site inspection of the Beazer East, Inc. – Carbondale facility. Secondly, the Council’s comments on Trico Community High School have been forwarded to the IEPA’s Compliance Assurance Section and the Marion Regional Office.  They will evaluate the compliance status of the facility and determine any appropriate enforcement actions. Lastly, the Council’s comments on Wildwood Mobile Home Park have been forwarded to the IEPA’s Compliance Assurance Section and the Marion Regional Office.  They will evaluate the compliance status of the facility and determine any appropriate enforcement actions.  Mr. Henry added to the minutes that the DMR data received by the Council falls under the timeframe of the previous permit.  The new permits the Council compares them against can potentially hold new or changed regulations. The role of the Council is not to regulate past performance but rather project the likelihood of future excursions under the new permit. Recommendations are made in this manner.
NPDES Permit Reviews
The committee reviewed the following NPDES permits:

1. Jackson Country Club - STP  (Jackson County)

Permit: IL0038521
Permit Type: Reissue

DMR:  Projected Excursions:  No official DMR data since March 2011. DMRs from the water operator’s private files displayed Zero (0) projected excursions. Facility manager failed to turn in data.
Actions: Mr. Henson reviewed the permit, noting that outfall 001discharges into the receiving stream – Unnamed tributary of the Big Muddy River. Facility is located within the Carbondale FPA. The City of Carbondale expressed concerns on the lack of official DMR data. Mr. Henson noted a phone conversation with Kathy Siders of the IEPA Compliance Assurance Section in which it was stated that the facility will be put on violation notice. The water operator sent in the DMRs from personal records. Council reviewed these records which displayed Zero (0) projected excursions. Acting on the preliminary data, Mr. Guthman motioned to approve the permit, seconded by Mr. Hefner. The motion passed unanimously.   
2. Knight Hawk Coal, LLC
Prairie Eagle Mine (Perry County)

Permit: IL0077658
Permit Type: Modified
DMR:  Projected Excursions: Zero (0)  

Actions: Mr. Henson reviewed the permit, noting outfalls 001 and 005 discharge into the receiving stream – Unnamed tributary to Rock Fork. Outfalls 002, 003, and 004 discharge into receiving stream – Unnamed tributary to North Fork Cox Creek. The Council discussed the problems with missing data in the facility’s DMRs, noting this is a modification of a March 2013 permit. Council requested and reviewed the March permit, demonstrating Zero (0) projected excursions and the Council’s previous positive recommendation. Council based the current decision on past approval and the minimally intrusive nature of the modification. With the recommendation that the IEPA follows up with the facility to determine the cause for missing data, Mr. Hefner moved to approve the permit with a second from Mr. Guthman. The motion passed unanimously.
Volunteer Lake Monitoring Program Update

Mr. Henson reviewed the month of September for the VLMP monitoring season. He noted Little Grassy volunteers have been reconnected with the program. Mr. Guthman and Mr. Henson presented water quality techniques to area school children at the 2013 DuQuoin Conservation Fair. Tier III audits have been performed and successfully passed by the participants.
